Memorandum of Understanding

The Italian Paralympic Committee, based in Rome, via Flaminia Nuova 830 (hereinafter C.I.P.),
represented by the President Mr. Luca Pancalli, domiciled for the office at the headquarters of the
C.I.P.

and
the Italian Boxing Federation, based in Rome, Viale Tiziano 70 (hereinafter F.P.1.), represented for the

office by the President, Mr. Vittorio Lai, domiciled for the office at the headquarters of the F.P.I.

Given that

— C.I.P., with the law 124/15 of August 7, 2015, on the reorganization of the Public Administration
and the subsequent implementing legislative decree n. 43 of February 27, 2017, obtained formal
recognition as a Public Body for sport practiced by people with disabilities, maintaining the role
of Confederation of Paralympic Sports Federations and Disciplines;

— C.L.P. disciplines, regulates and manages competitive and amateur sports activities for disabled
people on the national territory;

— C.LP. regulates the sporting activity of the disabled in harmony with the resolutions and
guidelines issued by the International Paralympic Committee (I.P.C.);

— F.P.l. is a non-profit association with legal personality under private law pursuant to art. 18
legislative decree July 23, 1999, n. 242 and subsequent amendments and additions. It is
constituted by the Associations and Sports Societies regularly affiliated which practice boxing with
the observance of the rules on amateurism issued by the IOC and is extraneous to any religious,
political or racial influence;

— F.P.l.is inspired by the principles of internal democracy and enjoys technical, organizational and
management autonomy under the supervision of CONI (Italian National Olympic Committee);

— F.P.l, by reason of the existing federative relationship with the CONI, pursues its aims by
harmonizing its action with the national and international sports system and the resolutions and
guidelines of the Comité International Olympique (CIO), CONI, International Boxing Association
(AIBA) and the European Boxing Federation (EU.BC) to which it is affiliated, provided that it is not

in conflict with the resolutions and guidelines of the IOC and CONI.

Premesso che

il Comitato Italiano Paralimpico (C.I.P.), con la legge 124/15 del 7 agosto 2015 sul riordino
della Pubblica Amministrazione ed il successivo decreto legislativo attuativo n. 43 del 27
febbraio 2017, ha ottenuto il riconoscimento formale di Ente Pubblico per lo sport praticato
da persone con disabilita, mantenendo il ruolo di Confederazione delle Federazioni e
Discipline Sportive Paralimpiche;

il C.I.P. disciplina, regola e gestisce le attivita sportive agonistiche ed amatoriali per persone

disabili sul territorio nazionale;

il C.I.P. disciplina I'attivita sportiva dei disabili in armonia con le deliberazioni e gli indirizzi
emanati dall’International Paralympic Committee (I.P.C.);

la Federazione Pugilistica Italiana (F.P.l.) & associazione senza scopo di lucro con personalita
giuridica di diritto privato ex art. 18 d.lgs. 23 luglio 1999 n. 242 e successive modifiche ed
integrazioni. Essa & costituita dalle Associazioni e Societa sportive regolarmente affiliate che
praticano il pugilato con I'osservanza delle norme sul dilettantismo emanate dal CIO ed e

estranea ad ogni influenza religiosa, politica o razziale;

la F.P.I. & ispirata ai principi di democrazia interna e gode di autonomia tecnico organizzativa
e di gestione sotto la vigilanza del CONI;

la F.P.I. in ragione del rapporto federativo esistente con il Comitato Olimpico Nazionale
Italiano (CONI), persegue i propri scopi armonizzando la propria azione con I'ordinamento
sportivo nazionale ed internazionale e le deliberazioni ed indirizzi del Comité International
Olympique (CIO), del CONI, dell'International Boxing Association (A.I.B.A.) e dell’ European
Boxing Federation (EU.B.C.) alle quali e affiliata, purché non in contrasto con le deliberazioni
e gli indirizzi del CIO e del CONI.
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Considering that

— itis the duty of C.I.P. to promote the maximum diffusion of sporting practice by disabled people
by developing, at national level, agreements and synergies in order to expand the sporting offer;

— F.P.l. has, as its institutional purpose, the promotion, organization, development of boxing in the
national territory;

— F.P.I. has formally expressed an interest in promoting its activities for disabled athletes in the
national territory, as indicated in the note of 31 October 2020 by the President Vittorio Lai,
herewith attached;

— F.P.l. established the "Boxing and Disability Study Commission" in collaboration with the F.M.S.1.
(Italian Sports Medical Federation), which prepared the Technical Regulations, the Manual of
Classifications and the Guidelines for boxing adapted to athletes with disabilities, approved by
resolution of the Federal Council on January 25, 2021 and attached to this document, of which
they form an integral and substantial part;

— the Federations currently recognized by the Italian Paralympic Committee do not regulate the
sporting activity of boxing, nor are they regulated by the International Federations to which they
are affiliated, it being understood, however, that, if the International Paralympic Committee
and/or the reference International Federations should take specific decisions regarding boxing,

the contents of this protocol may be re-evaluated;

Agree as follows

— C.I.P. authorizes F.P.I. to carry out national and international promotional and competitive sports
activities, pre-boxing and boxing with controlled contact (called para-boxing), according to the
purposes of its Statute, observing the technical regulations prepared for this purpose by the
"Federal Study Commission Boxing and Disability" and approved by the FPI Federal Council,
provided they comply with the guidelines and fundamental principles of the C.I.P. Statute and the
national sports system;

— C.I.P. and F.P.I. agree on the opportunity to provide for a single membership at the F.P.l. which
will have the obligation to communicate periodically (every six months) to the C.I.P. the official
list of affiliates and members who carry out Paralympic activities. To this end, the F.P.I. is required
to guarantee the fulfilment of the obligations deriving from EU Regulation 679/16 regarding the
transmission of data to the C.I.P. by issuing suitable information and acquiring the related consent
from the interested parties;

— for the purposes of health protection, athletes with disabilities who practice competitive sports
must first undergo the control of specific fitness, in accordance with the provisions of the
Ministerial Decree - Ministry of Health - March 4, 1993 "Determination of the protocols for the

granting of fitness to competitive sporting practice for handicapped persons" (Published in the
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Tenuto Conto che

e compito del C.I.P. promuovere la massima diffusione della pratica sportiva da parte delle
persone disabili sviluppando, a livello nazionale, accordi e sinergie al fine di ampliare I'offerta
sportiva;

La Federazione Pugilistica Italiana (F.P.I.) ha per fine istituzionale la promozione,
I'organizzazione, sviluppo del pugilato nel territorio nazionale;

la F.P.I. ha manifestato formalmente I'interesse a promuovere le proprie attivita per gli atleti
disabili nel territorio nazionale, come indicato nella nota del 31 ottobre u.s. del Presidente
Vittorio Lai, allegata al presente;

la F.P.I. ha istituito la “Commissione di studio pugilato e disabilita”, in collaborazione con la
F.M.S.I.,, che ha provveduto all’elaborazione del Regolamento Tecnico, del Manuale delle
Classificazioni e delle Linee Guida per il pugilato adattato agli Atleti con disabilita, approvati
con delibera del Consiglio Federale del 25 gennaio u.s. e allegati al presente di cui ne
costituiscono parte integrante e sostanziale;

le Federazioni attualmente riconosciute dal Comitato Italiano Paralimpico non disciplinano
I"attivita sportiva del pugilato, né gli stessi vengono disciplinati dalle Federazioni Internazionali
cui le stesse sono affiliate, fermo restando tuttavia che qualora I'International Paralympic
Committee e/o le Federazioni Internazionali di riferimento dovessero assumere
determinazioni specifiche in merito al pugilato, i contenuti del presente protocollo potranno

essere rivalutati;

Convengono quanto segue

il C.I.P. autorizza la F.P.I. allo svolgimento delle attivita sportive promozionali e agonistiche,
nazionali ed internazionali, della pre-pugilistica e del pugilato con contatto controllato
(denominato para boxe), secondo le finalita del proprio Statuto, osservando i regolamenti
tecnici all’'uopo predisposti dalla “Commissione federale di Studio Pugilato e Disabilita” e
approvati dal Consiglio Federale F.P.l., purché risultino conformi agli indirizzi ed ai principi
fondamentali dello Statuto C.I.P. e dell’'ordinamento sportivo nazionale;

il C.I.P. ela F.P.I. convengono sulla opportunita di prevedere un unico tesseramento presso la
F.P.l. la quale avra I'obbligo di comunicare periodicamente (con cadenza semestrale) al C.I.P.
la lista ufficiale degli affiliati e tesserati che svolgono attivita paralimpica. A tal fine la F.P.I. &
tenuta a garantire 'assolvimento degli obblighi derivanti dal Regolamento UE 679/16 in
merito alla trasmissione dei dati al CIP mediante rilascio di idonea Informativa e acquisizione
del relativo Consenso da parte degli Interessati;

ai fini della tutela della salute, gli atleti con disabilita che praticano attivita sportiva agonistica,
devono sottoporsi previamente al controllo della idoneita specifica, secondo quanto previsto

dal Decreto Ministeriale — Ministero della Sanita — 4 marzo 1993 "Determinazione dei
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Official Gazette no. 64 of 18 March 1993), as specifically indicated in attachment no. 1 to this
Memorandum;

— F.P.I. undertakes to guarantee, at their own expense, an adequate and specific insurance
protection for the disabled athletes who are registered, for which promotional and/or
competitive sports programs are organized, in compliance with the inter-ministerial Decree of 6
October 2011, which regulates compulsory insurance for CIP members and the bodies recognized
by the same;

— C.I.P. and F.P.I, through their respective Communication Offices, guarantee a fruitful
development of information on activities and/or projects of common interest;

— F.P.Il. appoints a contact person to supervise relations with C.I.P., in order to guarantee the
necessary connection for the flow of information;

— C.I.P. and F.P.I. agree on a joint action aimed at training and updating the technical executives
and classifiers for carrying out boxing activities for disabled athletes;

— C.I.P. may provide, exclusively with regard to specific projects, outside the abovesaid ordinary
sporting activity, the disbursement of a financial support in favour of F.P.1., subject to an analytical
report by the Federal President on the contents of the project concerned and a final statement
of the related costs incurred;

— C.I.P. and F.P.I. they undertake to ensure the maximum dissemination of the contents of this
Protocol to members, affiliates, their central and peripheral structures, by means of the

communication channels deemed most effective for this purpose.

This protocol is valid until 31 December 2022, it will enter into force on the day of its signature

and may be renewed following verification of the activity carried out.
